MINNESOTA 

All children MUST go through Early 

Childhood Screening prior to enter-

ing Kindergarten. Your child may be 

screened any time after their 3rd 

birthday. To make an appointment 

for ISD #834 call 651-351-8360  

or for ISD #833 call 651-768-

4822.  You can check them out 

online too and even register that 

way.   

  

 

Otherwise known as  

‘kindergarten screening’… 

 

What are the goals: 

To identify any possible health 

or learning concerns so that 

they may be addressed before a 

child enters elementary school 

 

To find out how your child is 

growing and developing 

 

To connect parents and children 

with services 

 

To answer any questions/

concerns parents my have.  

WISCONSIN 

It is highly recommended that all 

children are screened.  You must 

contact your early childhood pro-

gram in your school district for  

information when your child is at 

least age 3.  In Hudson, call the 

school district for information at 

715-386-4233 and ask for early 

childhood. 

 

ALL STATE SCREENINGS are a 

FREE service to families.  The  

sooner you do it the better.  The 

spots do fill up fast!

TUITION REMINDER… 
All tuition payments are based on the school year  

calendar.  Parents may choose to pay the yearly tuition in 

full or divide it in 9 equal monthly payments. 

 

3’s Class (T, TH)        $1080.00   OR     $120.00/mo. 

*2 days per week 
 

4’s/PreK (M,W,F)        $1305.00   OR     $145.00/mo. 

*3 days/week 
 

Extended Day (M,W)         $900.00   OR     $100.00/mo. 
 

Young 3’s/Stars Class (T)   $200.00   OR      $50.00/mo. 

*1 day per week 

 

Tuition payments are due on the first day of the month 

for which school in session.  Any payments not received 

by the 15th day of the month will be late.  A $10 late fee 

will be assessed.
